Comentarios al Apartado I.IV: Se ha rellenado este apartado por grupos de acciones, al ser el nimero de
éstas elevado no se considera que se sea necesario el plasmarlas una a una. Se han estructuradas por la
tipologia de herramientas de comunicacion relacionadas en la pregunta 2, ya que esta pregunta sélo deja
escoger una de las opciones, aunque alguna de las acciones utiliza varias de dichas herramientas.
Comentarios en Apartado I1.V: En la pregunta 5 se proporciona dato actualizado de aduanas. Primer afio
que se tienen un dato de aduanas no estimado.

Comentarios al Apartado I1.VII: Las preguntas 1y 3: Esta informacion no se recoge de forma sistematica,
esto conllevaria un esfuerzo administrativo superior al valor de daria esta informacion. Asimismo, no se
considera unos datos que puedan ser de valor a nivel europeo.
