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2. A dedicated TA from LIFE: What ? (1)

Target the environmental sectors with special attention to:

* Nature and ecosystem-based solutions to contribute to environmental improvement, enhanced
biodiversity, ecosystem resilience as well as climate change adaptation;

* Investments in the waste sector which contribute to a transitioning to circular and sustainable
economy;

* Investments and activities contributing to the protection and conservation of terrestrial, freshwater
and marine ecosystems and their services, including soils, biodiversity and water cycle
conservation/regeneration; investments in the water sector which aim supporting the
implementation of the EU water legislation;
